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Clinical Condition Acute Cauda Equina Syndrome 

Eligibility Presentation involves a combination of the following features (over 1-2 
days): 

 Lower limb symptoms: unilateral or bilateral/asymmetrical 

 Disturbance of bladder, bowel and/or erectile function 

 Saddle anaesthesia 
 

Variable lower limb neurological deficits including weakness, reduced or 
absent reflexes, altered sensation 
 

Priority IMMEDIATE 
 
If acute cauda equina syndrome is suspected immediate specialist 
consultation is indicated.
